Numerals

ULOG uses duodecimal (dozenal, base-12) numeral system. Twelve has special drawing.
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Zero uses at the beginning count only and does not use in dozen. Numerals are like in decimal
system but where will stay zero in decimal number must stay twelve in ULOG number. Look the

next table for example (1st number is decimal, 2" is dozenal):
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
